Requirements website 

Overview  
The website must be based on OScommerce. 
It should be search engine friendly 
It must run on PHP and a MySQL database 
Written code should be in English 
Please allow for uploading site to host account and final testing. 
 

Functionality and usability  
The menu of the website must contain the following items: 

·  Home 
·  My account (viewed once customer has logged in) 
·  My Basket (shopping cart) 
·  Register 
·  About (general information about the company) 
·  FAQ’s 
·  Links 
·  Contact Us  

 
The front page should contain: 

·  Specials 
·  What’s New 
·  Customer Favourites 
·  Other items as outlined in screen grab 

 
The navigation of the site must contain the search function as outlined below: 
Search Requirements 

·  For customers to search on either / or for: 
·  keyword - included 
·  Brand/Manufacturer - included 
·  Category - included 
·  Health Condition - New addition 

So, adding an extra field in the admin area for the administrator to select which product will 
sit under which health condition 



This must be done from the main navigation and NOT from the Advanced Search page. 
So, a customer can select either one or all options when searching to narrow their field.  
 
Can the Category list in the drop down menu be filt ered according to the Brand selected 
in the previous option? 
 

Product Listing Specs  
The products should have the possibility to have several options, like size and colour 
It should be possible to have a stock level for every product-option combination, 
for example: 

·  Fish Oil, Quantity 100 tablets = stock 5 items  
·  Fish Oil, Quantity 50 tablets = stock 10 items  
·  Fish Oil, Quantity 150 tablets = stock 20 items  
·  Etc. 

 
The stock of a product should be shown (only on stock or not on stock, not the 
quantity itself). And in the option field/combo box it should be visible if a 
particular size is in stock or not in stock. 
 
If the product is not in stock, then it is to be shown as listed “Out of Stock” with the 
selection of it for the basket turned off. 
 
On the product page, there must be an option to show additional images of a product. So 
one main (large) image and several (optional) miniature selectable images to show. 
 
 

Checkout  
On the checkout page there should also be a link to the general terms with a checkbox 
which should be checked before preceding the checkout process. So this will look like this: 
“To proceed, you have to accept our general terms [x]”. 
 
Payment Options  offline and PayPal integrated 
Shipping   Australia Post 
    Region based rates 

International shipping – “Request for Quote” option for admin to 
send shipping costs for the customer to then complete their 
purchase. 

 

Style and layout  
We have designed the site already, and require the supplied PSD file to be rendered as an 
OSCommerce template in the same layout with the same fonts, etc. We can supply fonts if 
you do not have them. 
 
The website should look good in all (common) browsers – cross-browser compatible.
