If the search field on the right side is used this is the output. The result is splitted into the results 

from IPs, domains and server – always shown as a paged list. The IP list contains the columns ID, 

IP, active (yes/no) and server. If a server matches the search string also IPs assigned to this server 

are shown here. Of course also if an IP address is searched the matching IPs are shown here. The 

domain list contains the columns ID, subdomain, domain, type, prio and target. If a search is done 

these fields are also searched in the database. The server list contains the columns ID, server 

name, hostsystem, container, type, os, arch and location. In case of server server name and 

container are searched in the database. All lists have the buttons they normally have on their 

original pages and are paged.
